General Instructions for Applicants

Samarth Admission Portal

1. Eligibility Requirements for Undergraduate Admission

The eligibility criteria for admission to undergraduate programmes under CBCS shall

be as follows:

2. Application Fee and Programme Selection

e The application fee is ¥500/-, payable online through the Samarth Admission

Portal.

e An applicant may apply for up to three programmes through a single

application, as per the options available on the portal.

e For each selected programme, the applicant shall select one district and may

choose up to five colleges in order of preference.




Applicants must select programmes, districts, and colleges carefully, as
allotment will be made on the basis of eligibility, merit, availability of seats, and

preference order.

3. Merit List and Preference Rule

1.

The name of an applicant will appear in the merit list of only one programme
at a time, preferably the highest-preference programme for which the applicant
qualifies.

If an applicant is selected in the merit list of the first-preference programme,
his/her name will not be considered for the second or third preference
programme.

If the applicant is not selected in the first-preference programme, he/she may
be considered for the second-preference programme.

If the applicant is not selected in the second-preference programme, he/she
may be considered for the third-preference programme.

Within each programme, college preferences will be considered sequentially
according to the applicant’'s order of preference, subject to merit and seat

availability.

4. General Instructions for Filling the Online Application Form

1.

Applicants must read the admission notification, eligibility criteria, subject
combination, reservation rules, fee details, and important dates carefully before

filling the online application form.

Reservation benefits shall be applicable as per the reservation rules and
guidelines issued by the Government of Bihar from time to time. Applicants
claiming reservation benefits must upload valid and relevant certificates in the

prescribed format during the application process.




3. Applicants must use their own personal mobile number and email ID for
registration. The mobile number and email ID must remain active throughout
the admission process. Applicants should not use the mobile number or email

ID of a cybercafe or any other person.

4. Before starting the application process, applicants should keep scanned copies

of the following documents ready, wherever applicable:
o Recent passport-size photograph
o Signature
o Aadhaar details
o Marksheet and Certificate of Class 10" and 12t
o Caste certificate
o EWS certificate
o Disability certificate
o Migration certificate
o CLC/TC
o Any other relevant certificate or document required by the university

5. All details such as name, father's name, mother’'s name, date of birth, gender,
category, marks, subject choice, programme preference, college preference, and
contact details must be entered carefully as per official documents.

6. Applicants must complete each step of the Samarth Admission Portal in the
proper sequence. They should proceed to the next step only after correctly

completing the previous step.

7. Applicants must upload clear, valid, and readable documents in the prescribed
format and size. Blurred, incorrect, incomplete, or invalid documents may lead
to rejection of the application or cancellation of admission.

8. Applicants must carefully review all entries before final submission. After final

submission, corrections may not be allowed, or may be allowed only as per

university rules.

After final submission, applicants must pay the prescribed fee through the
available online payment mode. The application process will be treated as

complete only after successful payment, wherever applicable.

form, payment receipt, and acknowledgement for future reference.

Mere submission of the online application form does not guarantee admission.
Admission shall be subject to eligibility, merit, availability of seats, document
verification, reservation rules, and university regulations.

If any information or document submitted by the applicant is found to be false,
incorrect, incomplete, invalid, or misleading at any stage, the
application/admission may be rejected or cancelled.

Applicants are advised to regularly visit the university website and the Samarth
Admission Portal for updates regarding merit lists, counselling, document
verification, admission confirmation, fee payment, and other admission-related

notices.

For a better experience, applicants are advised to use a laptop or desktop while
filling the application form. They should avoid refreshing the page, pressing the
back button, or making multiple payment attempts during the payment process.
